RULES FOR ANYTHING GOES

Any acoustic instrument may be played during this division. Bands/Groups/Vocals ma
be included. This gives even fiddlers the opportunity to play tunes other than regular
contest tunes (e.g. crossned, show tunes, hot fiddle, trick/fancy, etc.).

Sign ups are mandatory by 5:30pm on Friday, March 16, 2012.

Contestants will only playe(1) tuneof their choice: fast, slow, show tune, exossd,
etc.

Time limit is 5 minutes. This includes time on and off the stage.

Contestants will be allowed to have a group size of 5 total on stage.

Judging will be based on: Audience Appeal, Stage Presence, Originality,
Technical Ability.

10 points will be deducted for going over time and for every 10 seconds afterwards.
Entry fee is $5.

Prize money will be determined by the amount of the accumulated entry fees. $250 mi
mum guaranteed for* place plus:

1st Place60% 2nd Place 30% 3rd Place 10%

1. This contest is open to any musician. The highest scoring CA resident in each division will be declared the
CA State Champion and receive certification to Weiser, ID. CA residency is defined as six (6) months as a CA
resident or having a CA Driver's License. Contestant does not have to belong to CSOTFA.

2. Entry blank must be completed in full and entry fee paid. Registration for Senior -Senior and Young Adult divisions will
each close when the first contestant steps on stage. Registration for all other divisions will close 30 minutes before the s ched-
uled starting time.  Your registration is not complete until your tune sheet has been turned into the Traffic Desk.
Registration will close Saturday after all fiddle preliminaries have finished and final rounds are posted.

3. DIVISIONS: Peewee (8 years and under); Junior -Junior (9 -12 years); Junior (13 -17 years); Young Adult (18 -36 years);
Adult (37 -59 years); Senior (60 -69 years); Senior -Senior (70 years and over); Open (any age); Open Twin Fiddle (any age );
Junior Twin Fiddle (17 and younger) ; Accompanist (any age); Open Picking (any age); and Junior Picking (17 and younger).
In order to compete in the Twin Fiddle, a contestant must be registered in a fiddle division and compete as scheduled. A con-
testant may not enter in more than one fiddle division, but may additionally enter Accompanist, one Twin Fiddle and/or one
Picking division. Picking contestants may play only one instrument.

4. An Accompanist must register and play with at least one contestant in competition (excluding entertainment). Accompa-
nist awards are given according to the number of times an accompanist plays during competition rounds.

5. All commercial recording rights are reserved and shall become the property of the CSOTFA. Signing of the registration
form shall waive such rights.

6. Each contestant shall draw for initial order of appearance and the fiddle committee will draw before the second round for
new order of appearance . A contestant will be ready to play when called or he/she will lose his/her turn and be disqualified
from the contest. The MC is given the authority to move on to the next contestant, and the CSOTFA board authorizes the
president to disqualify the contestant who was not ready to play in a timely manner . Contestants must be available 30
minutes before the division begins, and tune sheets must have been turned into Traffic. Any contestant registered and not
playing the initial round will be eliminated from the contest and forfeit all fees and badges for the remainder of the contes t.

7. A contestant must wait for their first round to be posted in case a tie has to be broken before the second round. If a con-
testant is not immediately available, the committee will make a decision regarding the tie. A tie for 5 th place will result in 6
contestants playing in the second round. Winners of non -money ties will be decided according to which contestant played
first in the first round.

8. If a contestant qualifies and does not play a second round, he/she will forfeit their standing in the second round. The
next contestant will move up and play in the second round.

9. Contestants may play without accompanist or with no more than three accompanists , ho more than two of which may be
standard guitars . An accompanist may not play the melody of the tune.

10. No instrument with electrical amplification will be allowed. This is strictly an acoustical contest.

11.No sheet music shall be displayed while contesting. There are no vocals allowed. This is an instrumental contest.

12.1f a string breaks, the contestant will have the option to continue to play, or to stop at that point. If the tune is comple t-
ed, it will be judged as played. If the contestant stops, he/she will be allowed to begin with that tune and complete the ro und.
If the judges fail to hear all or part of a tune, the contestant will have the option of re -playing the round immediately, or pl ay-

ing at the end of the division.

13. Any contestant or accompanist that acts in an unsportsmanlike manner, is intoxicated or is under the influence of drugs,
will not be allowed to perform; will forfeit entry fee and any prize money; and will be escorted from the contest. Appropria te
attire is expected, including shirt and shoes.

14. Any protest must be submitted in writing to the Contest Chairman and signed by not less than three contestants of the
contest division involved within three (3) hours of the protest occurrence.

15. All decisions of the judges and/or the Contest committee are final.

16. Contestants are responsible for picking up their own scoresheets at the registration table at the end of the contest. First
round results will be posted . The Highs and Lows wil/ be printed in the

All questions regarding contest rules, procedures, and personnel must be addressed to the Contest committee.



CSOTFA Fiddle Division Rules
In addition to the General Contest Rules, the following apply:

1. Any contestant winning three (3) consecutive years in the Junior, Young Adult, Adult, Senior, or Senior -Senior divisions
will automatically move into the Open division. Any Junior -Junior winning three consecutive years will automatically move

into the Junior division. Any Peewee winning three (3) consecutive years will automatically move into the Junior -Junior divi-
sion. Any contestant winning three (3) consecutive years i
asked to judge.

2. Any danceable folk tunes played in old time fiddle fashion will be acceptable.

3. No trick or fancy fiddling is allowed during the contesting appearances and no cross  -tuned fiddles are allowed in the con-
test.

4. Contestants at each appearance must first play a Hoedown, second a Waltz and third a Tune of Choice other than a Hoe-
down or a Waltz. No tune shall be played more than once by a contestant within a division. In case of a tie, a Hoedown will be
played.

5. Four (4) minutes playing time will be strictly adhered to. Ten (10) points will be deducted from the total score for each 30
second interval or portion thereof in excess of four (4) minutes. There is no grace period.

Judging is on the following basis: Danceability/Rhythm 25%; Old Time style 25%; Difficulty 25%; and Intonation/Clarity of
Tone 25%. Scores will be cumulative.

CSOTFA Twin Fiddle Division Rules
In addition to the General Contest Rules, the following apply:

1. This contest is limited to two (2) tunes of your choice: a fast tune and a slow tune. In case of a tie, you may play a tune of
your choice. In the case of a tie, a contestant may not play a tune more than once in the Twin Fiddle Division. There is one
round only.

2. Four (4) minute playing time will be strictly adhered to. Ten (10) points will be deducted from the total score for each 30
second interval or portion thereof in excess of four (4) minutes. There is no grace period.

3. Judging is on the following basis: Harmony 25%, Danceability/Rhythm 25%, Difficulty 25%, and Intonation/ Clarity of Tone
25%.

Any Twin Fiddle partners winning three (3) consecutive years in the Twin Fiddle Division must sit out a year

CSOTFA Picking Division Rules
In addition to the General Contest Rules, the following apply:

1. This contest is limited to two (2) tunes, a fast turn and a slow tune. The tunes must be played in this order . In case of a
tie, you may play a tune of your choice.

2. Four (4) minute playing time will be strictly adhered to. Ten (10) points will be deducted from the total score for each 30
second interval or portion thereof in excess of four (4) minutes.  There is no grace period.

3. Guitar and mandolin players must use flatpick style only. Finger picking is allowed for banjo players.

Judging is on the following basis: Picking Ability 25%, Rhythm/Timing 25%, Intonation/Clarity of Tone 25%, and Difficulty
25%.

Ready Room (Warm__ -up Room) Rules of Courtesy

A warm -up room is provided for contestants at CSOTFA Fiddle Contests, affording the contestants the
opportunity to go through their tunes for a final time before appearing on stage.

1. The use of the Ready Room will be closely monitored, and the upcoming scheduled contestant shall have sole usage of
the Ready Room. All others must stay clear of the room until their turn to play on stage.

2. There will be no jamming in the Ready Room at any time.

3. The Traffic Committee shall have the responsibility to insure the correct usage of the warm -up room and shall have the au-
thority to enforce the rules.

4. Contestants that refuse to comply with these rules shall be reported to the Contest Chairman. Offenders may be disquali-
fied from further participation in the contest at the discretion of the Contest Chairman.
